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BRIEF HISTORY:
In 2006, the Inaugural Math Mini-Career Conferences attracted more than 160 participants (youth, parents, and volunteers) who rated the program as highly beneficial (90%). 
Throughout the 2007-2008 academic school year, partnerships, volunteerism, and support from Wayne County Community College District Continuing Education Division, Baker College, Pepsi Bottling Group, Edward Jones, Comerica Bank, Wayne County Chapter of Links Incorporated, Matrix Human Services, YWCA - Redford Branch, Phi Beta Sigma/Sigma Beta Club and Southfield Public Library made it possible for P.O.W.E.R. to provide “direct support” to more than 500 different individuals to engage in over 16 math programs. 
In 2009, P.O.W.E.R. expanded its program services to help 1,000 youth annually address their desires of confidently and competently applying math in their daily lives and future (academically and personally).  More than 5,000 volunteer hours have been invested by business professionals, fraternal organizations, educational institutions, parents, students, and community members to HELP YOUTH SUCCEED with Math!
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
